A brief reminder: (I) means Independent, meaning your child should be able to complete the activity on their own. (G) means Guided, which means your child will need help from you to complete the activity. ‘(I) then (G)’ means they can watch an input video independently but will need support to complete the activities afterwards, or they require a guided explanation before completing a task independently. For (I) then (G) activities I would still recommend that you listen to the input as well so that you can better support them with the activity after.
