	Let’s sing a song? Do you know all the words to Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes?

The second part of the song tells us about parts of our body that help us with our senses. Can you remember the names of all of our 5 senses? Which parts of the body link to our senses? Can I smell with my elbow? Or taste with my toes?

Now have a go at singing your own version of the song! Talk with a partner or your grown-up and choose four new body parts that you could sing about. You could use the label sheet to help you think of some. Remember to start at the top and work your way down. If you can’t think of your own, you could try: hair, body, elbows, feet.
	You have 2 activities to choose from today (and if you want to be a superstar you can do both!)

1. You will need a partner for this activity. Print the body part labels sheet and carefully cut out all of the labels. Now ask your partner to lie down on the floor and put all of the labels in the right place! If you want to be super clever, cut the pictures off so that you just have the words to read. Do any of these body parts help you with your senses?

2. You can do this activity on your own. Print off the body parts labelling activity and fill in the blank boxes carefully using your memory. Think about your phonics sounds as you write in the boxes. If you find this tricky then you can use the last page with the names on to help you. Put a red circle around any body part names that help you with your senses and tell your grown up which sense they link to.

	We all need things to survive (that means to carry on living), and all animals have 3 basic needs for survival: water, food and air. There are also other things which are important for humans and animals including shelter (somewhere to sleep) and being healthy. 

Talk with a partner or a grown up. Imagine you are going to be left alone on a desert island for a month. Maybe Mr Butcher sent you there for being too clever and he ran out of things to teach you? Talk with your grown up about what you will need to survive and why you need it.

Now think about what animals need to survive. What would their needs be? Do all animals need the same things? Think of 3 animals that need different things to survive.
	You have 2 activities to complete today.

1. Read one of the two Taking Care of a Dog sheets (try level 2 if level 1 is quite easy for you) and answer the questions on the back. All the answers you need are on the first page. Try and do as much of the reading as you can by yourself.

2. Now print off the animal needs sheet. You will need to draw a picture of your favourite animal and think about what they need to survive. Remember that they don’t just need the things that go in their mouth! What do they need to do as well?

Remember: mammals have hair or fur and give birth to babies, birds have feathers and lay eggs, fish live in water and lay eggs, reptiles live on land and lay eggs, and amphibians live on land or in water and lay eggs (they are often slimy too!)
